Objective :

To give a short narrative of Gospel

writers and do a comparative study of

gospels. It will enable pupils believe in

the divinity of Jesus Christ and make

them strong in word.

Introduction :

We study about the earthly life of

Jesus through four gospels. Each

gospel is written by four different men.
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In this lesson, we will learn about them

and their aim of writing.

GOSPEL WRITERS AND

INTENTIONS  OF EACH GOSPEL

Matthew:

He was son of Alpheus. He is

also known as Levi and Matthew, the

tax-collector. He was one of the twelve

apostles of Jesus (Mt. 10:3; Mk. 3:15;

Lk. 6:15). He was a native of

Capernaum and his job was collecting

tax on behalf of Roman Empire. Tax-

collectors were one of the hated sects

among Jews and the usage “sinners

and tax-collectors” prevailed there.

Jesus called Matthew, when he was

collecting tax (Mt. 9:9-13; Mk. 2:14-17;

Lk. 5:27-32). The gospel of Matthew

was written for Jews, and Matthew

wrote it to reveal Jesus as Jew’s

expected King (Mt. 2:2). According to

the tradition, Matthew preached gospel

at Palestine, Ethiopia and Persia after

the Pentecost experience. He became

a martyr at Ethiopia.

MARK :

Mark is also known as John.

Gospel of Mark is the first written

gospel. He came to know Jesus

through Peter (1 Pet. 5:13). He might

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have inspired to write the gospel out of

his relationship with Peter, and Mark

had collected information about Jesus

from him. He was a companion of Paul

in his first missionary journey with

Barnabas (Act. 12:25; 13:14; 15:35-

38).He was a cousin of Barnabas (Col.

4:10). In this gospel, Jesus is presented

as a servant, who is fully devoted to

God, the sender. He wrote it for

Romans to make them understand the

servant-hood of Jesus. It is believed

that Mark died as a martyr at Alexandria

in Egypt.

Luke :

Luke was the native of Antioch.

He wrote a gospel and Acts of the

Apostles. We understand from Paul

that Luke is a Greek and physician (Col.

4:11, 14). He was a companion of Paul

and remained with him until the eve of

his life (Col. 4:14; Acts. 16:16; 1.Tim.

4:11). He was influenced by Paul and

others and it encouraged him to write

the gospel. He reveals Jesus as a

complete man because his aim was to

reveal Jesus to gentiles. We have no

clear account of his later life. It is

believed that he died as a martyr by

gentiles when he preached at Akhaya

and Macedonia.

John :

He was the most lovable

disciple of Jesus. He wrote five books

in New Testament which include a

gospel, three epistles, and book of

Revelation. He was a native of

Bethsaida in Galilee (Mt. 4:21,27,

56;Mt. 15:40) He, with his brother

James (sons of Zebedee ) (It is this

James who was the first martyr among

Jesus’ apostles (Acts 12:2) responded

to Jesus’ call at Galilee with Simon and

Andrews. They left their boat and net

and followed Jesus, and we see John

as the most lovable disciple of Jesus

(Mk. 5:37; Mt. 17:1-8; 26:37; Jn. 13:23;

19:26; 21:20; 19:34-35). He did

missionary work at Ephesus and

received a natural death at the age of

100. John himself explains why he

writes it (Jn. 20:31).  “But these are

written that you may believe that Jesus

is the Christ, the son of God, and that

believing you may have life in his

name”. It aims at believers who have

believed in Jesus and joined the

church.
