Introduction

Which is the largest Pentecostal
churches in India in terms of
membership and systematic activities
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Indian Pentecostal church of God is
ruled by the natives as a result of
election, while church of God and
Assemblies of God are foreign
controlled churches. Let us praise God
for the reared the church to a great
establishment, which was began in
1930, and the beginning was by looking
and trusting only on God. We must not
be satisfied with this. We should work
with sacrifice and filling up of the holy
spirit.

Beginning

We have learnt in the previous
lessons about the spreading of
Pentecostal message to Kerala by
foreign missionaries. But the church
was established by late K.E. Abraham
(Unnunni Sir) without foriegn dominion.
He was born in a Jacobite family at
Puthencavu on Ist March 1899. He was
saved in 1906 at sunday school, and
accepted water baptism in 1916. He
was doing ministry when he was a
school teacher. In 1923, he was
recieved with the holy spirit and began
to participate in full time ministry. He
began ministry in central Kerala as a
heavy storm. The independent
churches formed by him and his friends
joined together as South Indian
Pentecostal Church (1924). In 1925,
PR. Abraham resigned job and began
full-time ministry. The missionary
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activities spreaded from 1935 to Kerala,
Andra Pradesh and Karnataka, with the
prayers and activities of Pr. K.C.
Cherian, Pr. P.M. Samuel and Pr. P.T.
Chacko. According to the decision
taken by the church council, the church
changed its name to Indian Pentecostal
Church of God in 1934. The church was
registered at Elur in Andra Pradesh in
1935. It is considered as the
continuation of South Indian Pentecostal
Church. Now, I.P.C has around 5000
churches in and outside Kerala. We
have churches in Gulf countries, United
States of America, England, Australia
and Canada.

The church’s administration is
done by the general council, chosen by
the church representatives. For the
proper administration, the church has
been divided into regions and states.
They have presidents, administrative
councils and sister concerns. We have
different districts and each district are
governed by centre pastors and
presbytery. I.P.C. has established
because of the sacrifice of workers and
the works were accompanied by the
Holy Spirit. There were many families
behind its growth, who suffered
difficulties and hunger.

Auxillary Associations
1.Sunday School Association

Sunday school activities are
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effectively done in the churches. Annual
and Topper’s exams are conducted
every year. Talent programmes are
being conducted regional, central,
zonal and state levels. Training
programmes are conducted for sunday
school teachers. Association can
publish Sunday school books
coordinate activities and give
developmental instructions. The
classes are conducted from nursery to
15th classes. 2011 was celebrated the
golden jubilee of sunday school.

2. Pentecostal Young People’s
Association (P.Y.P.A)

The organization established on
30th August 1947, is giving proper
guidance to youth in terms of
evangelism and social service. It also
looks for improving the talents of
youths.

3. Sodhari Samajam

Sodhari Samajam does
evangelism in regional, central and
national levels. It trains and encourages
sisters for evangelism.

I.P.C. stands for the real truths of
the gospel. The basic law of the church
is ‘the Bible’. Everyone, according to
the Bible, should believe and be
baptized, and thus gets saved. Those
who believed, must take immersed
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baptism in the name of the father, the
son and the holy spirit. They must
receive the baptism in Holy Spirit. They
remain holy should participate in Holy
Communion, attend the church
services regularly and must be active
in evangelical works.

Let us praise God who has called
us to experience the blessings of the
Holy Spirit in this modern time. We have
to submit ourselves to keep the love,
holiness, and the interest of evangelical
activities that the church of first century
already had.
