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(Ml “By faith Abraham obeyed, when he was called,

to go out to a place that he was to receive as an inheritance;
) 'And he went out, not knowing where he was going” Hebrews 11.8,
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ReadingRef: - Genesis 11:24-32,12:1-9.

Have you ever gone for a long journey? How do we go somewhere? What are the
arrangements we need?

When they
reached Haran, Terah died there. Abraham continued hisjourney. They reached aland
with plenty of rivers, green meadows and beautiful flowers, honeycombs filled with
honey, lots of sheep, cattle, lots of milk etc. It was a blessed and beautiful land. God
gave Abraham that beautiful land as He has promised years back. Abraham
understood that and stayed there. He thanked God by building an altar and offered
worship.
