Satan did not spare his life. Job did not sin
against God. If we examine Job’s
temptation, we can understand the
objective behind this.

A. To show God’s grace on Job and
how much God works for him.

Temptations and tests are the
opportunities that we can evaluate
ourselves.( Gen.42:21: Dan. 9:4,5). Job was
good, but he is boastful about himself. We
can see the terms ‘I’ and ‘mine’ around 50
times in the book of Job. In Romans 7: 15-
24 Paul reminds us about falling into sin
without being attracted by desires. After
all endeavors, Job submitted his life unto
the hands of God and God blessed him.

B. To put Satan into Shame (1:6,12;
2: 1-10)

Satan’s job is to say blasphemy against
the children of God and it came to the
presence of God to talk against Job. Satan
argues that if God smashes Job’s wall , he
will really sin against God. Job was blessed
in all ways because God had protected him
with walls. God consented devil to tempt
Job and Satan became shameful at the end.

C. To show that God’s Plan is above
all reasons and thoughts of Mankind.

Satan argues that Job will sin against
God if his body will be afflicted. Satan had
failed in all attempts to tempt Job in his
wealth. But, Job did not sin against God
even though he faced lost and pains, and
his wife also asked him to forsake God.

Job and His Friends
Job’s friends came to meet him from afar

by knowing his painful situation. They are
Eliphus, Bildad, Zophar and Elihu. They
might have been rulers in their places and
they were possessing high status as that of
Job. For seven days they did not speak
anything and were worried of the things
happened to Job. They asked Job about his
sorrowful condition and he replied to them
everything with words of contempt about
himself. Then Eliphus tried to console him
and had to have a dialogue with him. Each
one of them claimed that Job’s suffering was
due to his sin. Eliphus said that God does
not testify the just. (Job.4:7) After this,

(24:6) Job then, establishes his
blamelessness and gives them reply. Elihu’s
talks with Job can be seen in the chapters
ranging from 32 to 37. Elihu is of the view
that God attaches again his men into the
communion and do not let anyone sin. So,
One has to face temptations. Bible
emphasizes the fact that God is a loving
father.

They tried to find fault with Job, of
whom God has not seen any falsehood.
Elihu might be the youngest among them
and So he spoke last. God says about Elihu.
“Who is this that darkens counsel by
words without knowledge” (38:2)

Job and Yahweh
God talks to Job twice. God appeared

to him in typhoon and speaks to Job for
his improvement. God’s questions are
above the knowledge of Job. Job now,
comes to realize his limitation and sees the
will and counsel of God. He has confessed
at last at his works.

We see God’s Command from 40: 7 to
41; 34. Read the verses about Job’s
obedience and confession, (40; 3-5; 42: 16)

When God speak to Job first, he humbles
himself and confess his weaknesses. Job
realized God’s will and accepted the glory
of God.

Yahweh and Job’s friends (42:7,9)
God scolded Eliphus, Bildad and

Zophar since they had talked against God
like Job. They did not perceive the power
of God: rather they utter human wisdom
(42:7). God asked them to go near Job and
