Now consider how great this man was,
unto whom even the patriarch Abraham
gave the tenth of the spoils.
Objective: To understand the incomparable
glory and the perfection of Jesus Christ and
to commit ourselves to his hands. To
worship him in Spirit and truth.
Introduction: Who is the person whom
you respect the most? Why do you respect
and love that person? In this world, usually,
men respect politicians, sportsmen and cine
artists. But their name and glory are only
temporary. We learn about many heroes in
the bible. All of them have many good
qualities but none of them were perfect. If
we were to learn about other religious
leaders, they were intellectual giants, but
could not be compared to the life of Jesus
Christ. The apostle Paul says” consider how
great this man was (Heb. 7:4). Let us look
at him prayfully (Heb. 3:1)

    In the beginning was the word. The

word was with God. The word became flesh
and he dwelt among us in the fullness of
grace and truth (John 1:1-18). Jesus was
born of a virgin (Isaiah 7:1, Matthew 1:20
– 23)

3)    He was unique in life
    The righteous, holiness, humility, love,

long-suffering, patience that Jesus had in
his earthly life, astounded even his enemies
(Luke 1:35, Mark 1:24, Acts 3’:14). He went
about healing the sick and demon-
possessed. (Acts 10:38). He raised the dead
(Luke 4:40, John 32:44)

4)    He was unique in his being
    He was God and flesh mixed in a

wonderful way. Jesus was the son of David
(Mat. 1:1) and the Lord of David at the same
time (Mat. 22:43- 46).

5)    He was unique in his doctrine
    No one has ever spoken as Jesus spoke

(John 7:8). His words were with authority.
His doctrine is accepted by men of all
religions.

6)    He was unique in his death
    Jesus’s physical death was not an

accident, martyrdom or for his own sins.
But it was a compensatory sacrifice for the
sins of all human beings. He was tried by 4
judges, 7 times. But none of them could

8)    He was unique in his priesthood
    The epistle to Hebrews clearly depicts

the priesthood of Jesus (Heb. 3:1, 4:14-16,
5:5-10, 6:20, 7:1, 8:1-6, 10:9-14). He is more
exalted than the angels, Moses, Aaron and
the temple.

It is a blessing to know about Jesus
Christ. He is our savior, shepherd, light,
healer, priest and the one who is to come
again to this world to gather us to dwell
with him in heaven. Who is Jesus to you?
Have you experienced Jesus Christ as your
saviour and spiritual bridegroom?
