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Elisha

The Man of Miracles
Portion to read: 2 Kings 2:10
Objective: To understand the life lived by
a man totally submitted to God is different
from that of the worldly man and to look
into the uniqueness of the life of Elisha.

The mighty power in Elisha was visible
from the moment he returned from his
master, acquiring a double portion of his
spirit. Most of his miracles were done for
the benefit of poor people.

Miracles done through Elisha:

1) Jordan was divided (2 kings 15:15)

2) Healing the source of water in Jericho
(2 kings 2:19-22)

3) Mauling of 42 youths by 2 female
bears in Bethel (2:23-25)

4) Israel got water in the battle against
the Moabites (3:4-27)

5) Multiplies the oil for the widow of the
servant of a prophet (4:17)

6) The woman of Shunem got her son,
resurrected (4:8-37, 8:1-6)

7) Removes the poison from the stew
(4:38)

8) Feeds 100 men with 20 loaves of
barley bread (4:42-44)

9) Heals Naaman'’s leprosy (5:1-19)

10) Cursed Gehazi who became a
leper(5:17-20)

11) Floated the iron axe head of the
sons of prophet (6:1-7)

12) Elisha reveals the thoughts of
the king of Syria (6:8-12)

13) Prayed and opened the eyes of
a young man to see heavenly vision (6:18-

14) Struck the Syrian army with
blindness (6:15-17)

15) Prophecy about the unusual
increase in barley came true (7:1,2)

16) Foresaw the 7 year famine (8:1-
6)

17) Revealed the heart of Hazael to
himself (8:7-15)

18) Prophecy at the time of his
death (13:14-19)

19) The dead man gets life by
touching Elisha’s bones (13:20-21)

This proves that even though Elisha’s
was dead, God was living for his children.
Among these miracles, only the killing of
the youths by the female bears and Gehazi
becoming a leper were the miracle of
judgement.

Specialties of Elisha’s life:

While Elijah dressed himself in the
rough dress suited for the desert life, Elisha
wore the dress of common people. Elisha’s
dress, nature and deeds were totally
different from that of Elijah. He was an
epitome of spiritual zeal (2 kings 19:10). He
left everything and followed his master,
when he received his calling. (2 Kings2:9).
He prophesied in authority and with full
assurance about God’s word. (2 kings 4:34,
35). He lived a victorious spiritual life (2
Kings 6:15, 16). His character was without
guile (2 Kings 5:16).His spiritual vision was
very strong and he gained the testimony
from all of being a holy man (2 Kings 4, 8,
9). He was also a teacher. He served in more
than one school for the prophets.

Let us compare our life with that of Elisha
and consecrate ourselves to receive the
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double portion of spirit.

Elisha’s Death (2 kings 13:14-21)

The last ministry of Elisha is considered
to be the anointing of Jehu as the king.
After 50 years of ministry, he is affected by
a disease and was confined to bed. Then
Joash, the king of Israel came to him crying.
Elisha asked him to take his bow and arrow.
The king held his hand over the arrow and
Elisha placed his hand on the king’s hand.
They opened the east window and shot the
arrow, saying that it was the arrow of the
Lord’s deliverance from Syria. He then
asked the king to strike another arrow on
the ground. He struck it trice. The prophet
told the king that he would defeat the Syrian
thrice. Then he died, and was buried. In
the next year, a dead body revived and stood
up when it was unknowing thrown into the
tomb of Elisha and touched his bones. Thus
Elisha was a storehouse of Divine miracles.
