Cana is situated nearby to Nazareth, the
hometown of Jesus. Jesus’ mother was
there, and Jesus and his disciples had also been
invited to the wedding. In those regions, it was
a common practice to serve wine during
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weddings. The wine
supplied for the
wedding got over as
there were many
guests. The hosts of
the house and the
suppliers began to
become anxious.
Mary informed Jesus
about this matter.

When the wine
was gone, Jesus’
mother said to him,
“They have no more
wine.”

“Woman, why do

you involve me?”

Jesus replied. “My
hour has not yet come.”

His mother said to the servants, “Do
whatever he tells you.”

Jesus’ mother knew that he was the son
of God and that He had the power to do
miracles. Nearby stood six stone water jars,
the kind used by the Jews for ceremonial
washing Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the
jars with water”; so they filled them to the
brim. Then he
told them,
“Now draw
some out and
take it to the
master of the
banquet.” They
did so, and the
master of the
banquet tasted
the water that
had been turned
into wine. Then
