As Jacob lived at Shechem, Dina, his
only daughter sinned and was insulted by
the Canaanites. It caused blood shedding
among brothers and Jacob shifted to
Bethel, where God spoke to him earlier.
There, he built altar and worshipped God.
After theses events, his wife Rachel and
father, Isaac were died and being buried.

Joseph, the Loving son (Gen.37 —41)

Jacob loved Joseph, who was the son of
his loving wife. Joseph was given proper
spiritual lessons from the house. Thus, he
saw visions and they were the symbols of
God’s work through him. (Find about his
visions from Bible) Jacob made him along
robe with sleeves. Due to these reasons,
brothers develop a sense of hatred towards
Joseph. Once, Joseph was sent to Shechem,
to see the welfare of his brothers who were
tending the sheep. When he reached there,
he found them leaving for Dotham. His
brothers, seeing him afar, planned to kill
him; but Reuben intervened and Joseph
was being casted into a pit. They sold him
to the Ishmaelites by 20 sheckels of silver.
It was done without the knowledge of
Reuben. Then, his brothers, took Jospeh’s
robe and killed a goat, and dipped the robe
in the blood. ‘And they sent the long robe
with sleeves and brought it to their father’.
Thus Jacob becomes sorrowful and he also
suffered painful life due to Judea. See the
events happened in one’s life who was very
smart in his life.

Joseph was then sold to Potiphar as a
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slave. There he was being lured by
Potiphar’s wife and he was put inojail. God
did not forsake him, because he was
blameless in the eyes of the Lord. The jail
mate, who promised to help him, had
forgotten him at the time of need, God
uplifted him through other ways. Joseph
reached near to the fulfillment of his vision,
after being suffered a lot. Joseph was
released from jail as he could interpret the
dream of Pharao. Thus he becomes the
minister in Egypt. His sufferings were the
gateway to his blessings.

Jacob meets Joseph (Gen.41-46)

A great famine occurred in Egypt, and
grain was stores up in great abundance by
Jospeh. This time, famine also affected in
Canaan. Jacob sends, now his sons to
Egypt, to have grain. Jospeh recognized
them, but they did not realize him. Joseph
did certain tactics to make them reveal
their intentions. (Find them from Bible)
Joseph revealed himself and asked them to
bring Jacob, his father.

Now, the time comes for the fulfillment
of Jospeh’s vision. God’s plan is perfect and
it will be fulfilled at right time.

Joseph, thus, sends chariots and gifts to
Canaan, to his father, to bring him to
Egypt. Jacob started from bethel with all
of his wealth and possessions. He was 130
when he reached Egypt. Jacob blessed
Pharao, and there he lived at land of
Goshen. Jacob, Joseph’s brothers adored
Joseph. Was it not the fulfillment of Jospeh’s
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vision?

The end of Jacob (Gen. 48-49)

Joseph comes to know that Jacob, his
father is sick ridden due to old age diseases.
Manasseh and Ephraim are brought near
Jacob, to bless them. Jacob stretched out
his right hand and laid it upon the head of
Ephraim, who was the younger, and his
left hand upon the head of Manasseh,
crossing his hands, was the first born. He
blessed all his sons. While blessing Judea,
he prophesied about the emerging of
Messiah from him. He asked them to bury
him at Machpelah, with his fathers. He
died at the age of 147. His children buried
him as was told by him. Jospeh died at the
age of 110. When Israel starts from Egypt,
jospeh’s bones also were carried and buried
them in Machpelah.

How Jacob and Joseph Revealed
Jesus

1. Jacob at Bethel sees the ladder placed
on the earth and it is high up to heaven. It
shows the only way in the form of Christ,
from earth to heaven. (Gen.28:12)

It shows Christ who becomes son of man.

3. Joseph was hated by his own brothers
and they tried to kill him. Jesus was alos
rejected by his own people.
