2. Peter lied about knowing Jesus. He

repeated this lie two more times. One sin can

lead to many sins.

3. Each time Peter denied Jesus, it was

with even more vigor. Finally he began to curse

and swore to himself. The actions of Peter

shows the gradual decline of our spiritual life

when we begin to deny Jesus.

Have you refused to confess Christ or

remained silent when an opportunity came to

witness about Jesus to your friends? We must

always stay close to Jesus. We must witness

about Jesus. What would you do when you face

failures in your life? Peter cried bitterly about

his sin. Jesus forgave him. We must confess

our sins to Jesus and He will forgive us and

receive us with love.
