because they were sad that Jesus had

left them. They all went to the Sea of

Galilee. They arranged their boats and nets and

began fishing around evening but that night they
caught nothing.

Early in the morning, Jesus stood on the
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shore, but the disciples did not realize that it was
Jesus. He called out to them, Friends, haven’t
you any fish?” “No,” they answered. He
said, ”Throw your net on the right side of the
boat and you will find some.” When they did,
they were unable to haul the net in because of
the large number of fish. Then the disciple
whom Jesus loved said to Peter, “It is the
Lord!” As soon as Simon Peter heard him say,
“Itis the Lord,” he wrapped his outer garment
around him and jumped into the water. The
other disciples followed in the boat, towing the
net full of fish, for they were not far from shore,
about a hundred yards. When they landed, they
saw a fire of burning coals there with fish on
it, and some bread. Jesus said to them, ”Bring
some of the fish you have just caught.” So
Simon Peter climbed back into the boat and
dragged the net ashore. It was full of large fish,
153, but even with so many the net was not
torn. Jesus said to them, ”Come and have
breakfast.” None of the disciples dared ask him,
“Who are you?” They knew it was the
Lord. Jesus came, took the bread and gave it
to them, and did the same with the fish. They
all ate the food with joy.

Matthew 28:16-20 gives an account of the
final instructions that Jesus gave His disciples
on the hills of Galilee. The instructions in Mark
16:14-18 might have been given at the same time.
The disciples gathered together on the
mountain in Galilee as Jesus had instructed them
earlier. When they saw him, they worshipped
him; but some doubted. Then Jesus came to them
and said, ”All authority in heaven and on earth
has been given to me. Therefore go and make
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey
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everything I have commanded you. And surely
I am with you always, to the very end of the
age.” Jesus gives the same commission to his
disciples in Mark 16:15. We should lead blessed
Christian lives having received the gifts of the
Holy Spirit that Jesus had promised us. Let us
submit ourselves in God’s hands.
