Bible Portion: Exo. 2,3,4:1-6
Memory verse: Hebrews 3:2
“Christ Jesus; who was faithful to the one who
appointed him, just as Moses was faithful in all
God’s house
Purpose:
God foresees and elects his people. God will use
his people to do great works, if they stand in his
name without looking circumstances. Those who
obey Godly delegation without questioning will
never be ashamed.
Key verse:
“According as he hath chosen us in him before
the foundation of the world, that we should be
holy and without blame before him in
love”(Ephesians 1:4)

Jacob and his children came to Egypt; they
stayed at Goshen and became greatly rich. Their
population also increased a lot. After some years
(after the time of Joseph) another pharaoh who
did not know the family of Jacob came to power.
(A new dynasty came to power overthrowing the
existing dynasty that valued the service of
Joseph) The new Pharaoh anxiously looked at
the way Israelites were growing in strength and
population. So he decided make them slaves and
persecute the Israelites.

Birth of Moses (Exo 1:15, 2:10, 4:14, 6:20,
15:21)

Around  BC 1517-Amram , the son of Kehath
married his father’s sister Jochebed. They had 3
children -Aaron, Miriam and Moses. God used
these three to lead and uplift Israel.

The life of Moses can be divided into three
spans.

1) 40 years - From the time of birth to his

2) 40 years – From the time of going from
Midiam to Egypt for redeeming the people of
Israel

3) 40 years – The rest of his life which he
spent According to the will of God

1. Childhood ( Exodus 2:2-10, Acts 7:23) (
40 years in Egypt)

Moses was the youngest son of Amram and
Jochebed. During that time Israelites were not
allowed to bring up male children born in their
families. At the time of his birth Pharaoh ordered
that all new born Hebrew male children must be
cast in the River Nile. Jochebed, not having the
heart to kill her son, hid him for the first three
months. Thereafter, she placed him in a bulrush
basket, made watertight with slime and pitch and
floated it down the Nile while Miriam kept a
watch from afar. Soon the basket was stuck in
bulrushes growing near the riverbank.  Pharaoh’s
daughter came to bathe at the riverbank. On
hearing a baby’s cry, she started looking around
and found an infant lying in a weed basket.
Moved by compassion, she took him home. As a
son of a princess, Moses grew up among the
splendor of Egyptian royal court, having the best
of everything. His foster mother made sure that
he received the best of education. Moses was
instructed in all the wisdom of the Egyptians;
and he was mighty in his words and works. (Acts
7:22, Heb 11:25; Exo 2:11-25). He revealed himself
to his own people. Moses, at the age of 40
witnessed an Egyptian slave master mercilessly
beating his Hebrew slave; almost to his death.
Unable to control himself, he killed the Egyptian
after making sure nobody saw him doing so.  But
his people did not accept Moses’ leadership.
Fearing Pharaoh’s punishment, he fled to the
desert of Midian

2. At his youth (Moses in Midian -40
YEARS)

Moses married Zipporah , the daughter of a
Midianite priest called Jethro,. For the rest of 40
years Moses was in the wilderness . At the age of

God
called Moses to lead and uplift Israel. After
hearing all the excuses told by Moses God gave
him many heavenly promises and
encouragements to lead Israel. (Find out the
excuses Moses made from the Bible portion).

Promises that Moses received:
1) I will be with you -Exodus 3:12
2) God gave him authority - Exodus 3:13,14
3) Blessed him with signs that people would

believe - Exodus 4:8
4) Appointed Aaron his Elder brother to assist

Moses.
3. Third Phase – Moses returns to Egypt
Moses being commissioned by God, returned

to Egypt with his brother Aaron, did many
miracles in front of Israel to make them believe
that God had sent them. Then he approached
Pharaoh, requesting him to let his people go
because the God of Israel had demanded so. But
instead of releasing the people he further
increased their labour, oppressing them more.
Then the Lord paved the way for the deliverance
of Israel by affecting the Egyptians with plagues
one after another.
