JOHN’S MINISTRY AND JESUS’
BAPTISM

John, the Baptist was called to
prepare the way for Jesus, the
promised Messiah. He preached
repentance in the wilderness of Judea
and nearby places. Many confessed
their sins and got baptized at Jordan
river. In those times, Jesus from
Nazareth of Galilee came to John to
be baptized by him. But John refused
it. Jesus asked him to baptize him so
that all righteousness would be fulfilled
through the act of baptism. Thus, John
baptized him. After the baptism, the
Holy Spirit descended on Jesus in the
form of a dove (Mt. 3:16-17).

SIGNIFICANCE OF JESUS’
BAPTISM

There was no need of repentance
and salvation for Jesus since he was
sinless. Then, why Jesus took the
baptism of repentance?

1. Jesus came into this world to be
counted among sinners. He was
unified unto the sinful nature of
mankind. It was necessary for
salvation.

2. Jesus’ baptism appeared as a
shadow of his death and resurrec-
tion.

Jesus
revealed complete loyalty to God
in his baptism. So we must be
obedient and loyal to the God.

4. Jesus’ baptism is a model for us.
As Jesus was baptized to be
unified to the nature of mankind, we
will be united unto the death and
resurrection of Jesus through
baptism (Rom. 6:1-5). Do not
forget the fact that our baptism is
different from Jesus’ baptism.
Testimony that heaven declares
‘This is my beloved son, with whom
| am well pleased’ is noteworthy. It
proclaims Jesus’ complete divinity
and humanity. Here God accepts
and approves Jesus as the
redeemer of the entire humanity. It
is significant that Holy Spirit
descended on Jesus in the form of
adove. Jesus is strengthened here
with the Holy Spirit and power for
his ministry (Acts 2:33; 5:32).

Three personalities of God are
present in this event. Here, we see
father who speaks from heaven, the
son Jesus who is getting baptized and
the Holy Spirit descending on Jesus in
the form of a dove.
