Lesson

Abraham left Ur of the Chaldees, along with

his wife, his father Terah, and his nephew

Lot and all his cattle and wealth, and

reached Haran.

When there arose a fam-

ine in Canaan, Abraham and his

entourage left for Egypt and

stayed there for a while.

They returned back to

Canaan later and settled

near Bethel.

Abraham and Lot had

a lot of cattle. There were

frequent fights and arguments

between the herdsmen of

Abraham and those of Lot. Lot must

have wanted to leave Abraham and settle

down in another place. So Abraham advised him

to leave peacefully without creating any trouble.

Abraham also gave Lot the freedom to choose

whichever land he likes best. Lot chose the fer-

tile land.

This

land was very fertile but the people who lived

there were wicked and sinful. Lot found his stay

there very comfortable and he decided to go to

the city of Sodom and built a house to live there.

Sodom and Gomorrah were two cities that was

very beautiful like the garden of Eden. But the

people living there were full of wickedness and

led immoral lives and Lot began to live among

them.

Once Abraham got the news that his

nephew Lot and his family were taken captive

by some enemy kings. He began to worry about

Lot. Immediately he organized 318 of his

servant men and pursued after these kings.

After a fierce battle, he rescued his nephew Lot

and his family and his wealth and cattle and

brought them back. Lot would have met a

untimely death if Abraham had not intervened in

this matter at the right time.  Lot was very happy

about his deliverance. He was grateful and

loving towards Abraham. But there was no

transformation in his attitude and his life. He

continued to love the fellowship in Sodom more

than the presence of his uncle Abraham.

God will sharpen the sword of his punish-

ment if we disregard the warnings of God. We

must never neglect the warnings of God. Lot

should have separated himself from the wicked

community that he was a part of. But he was

not willing to do that.

God sent his messengers to Abraham in-

forming him that he is going to destroy Sodom

and its surrounding cities because of the great

sins they were doing. God decided to show

mercy to Lot because of Abraham. God sent

two messengers to Lot. Lot welcomed them and

took them to his house. The wicked people of

the city of Sodom came to Lot’s house at night

and surrounded it demanding that these two men

be handed over for abuse. God’s angels made

them blind and thus averted a great tragedy. The

coming on Sodom. But Lot did not believe them.

He thought that they were joking. But the angels

made Lot and his family to hurry in getting out

of Sodom as soon as possible.

The angels knew that Lot and his family

would not leave Sodom before God sends his

judgment. So they forced Lot to leave before

dawn. But since they were still not willing to

leave, he angels took them by their hand and led

them out of the city gate and told them to flee

for their lives. They instructed Lot and his family

not to look back or to stay around. God sent

hail fire and brimstone on the city of Sodom

and it began to burn in flames. All of Lot’s wealth

was consigned to flames. The heavy smoke and

fire rose up from Sodom like a pillar of smoke.

In disobedience to the command of God, Lot’s

wife looked back and instantly became a pillar

of salt. Thus Lot lost both his wife and all their

wealth. They received the punishment from

God. This incident is a warning to those who

reject and disregard the admonitions of God and

follow the world and its selfishness.
