The Father, who was anxiously waiting for his son's return for days, recognized his son 
coming from a far distance itself ran to him and hugged him and embraced him. The 
son begged pardon as he thought earlier. (Verse 21-24)The father summoned his 
servants and ordered fora feast. They dressed him well putting on the best dress. "My 
son was lost and I found him;' said the father and they celebrated. They older son 
came back from the field. He was angry seeing all these but the father comforted him.
