2. Miraculous birth

Jesus was born through the Holy Spirit in

the womb of the virgin girl Mary, before she

got married. The birth of Jesus was a miracle

that the world has never seen. Isaac was born

when Abraham was 100 years old and Sarah

was 90. No one had given birth at such an old

age. It was a miracle.

3. Gives joy to others

The angel Gabriel proclaimed that the birth

of Jesus would bring good news of great joy to

all peoples. While the world gives sorrow, Jesus

gives us everlasting joy. Blessed are those who

have accepted Jesus into their life as Savior.

Children, are you happy in the Lord? The birth

of Isaac also brought joy to his family. The

meaning of the name Isaac means ‘laughter’.

We should also give joy and happiness to others

around us.

4. Persecutions from own people

Jesus came as the redeemer and friend of

the Jewish people. He took an incarnation among

them following their beliefs, customs and tradi-

tions. But the Jews rejected Jesus and hung Him

on the cross. Isaac had to suffer much from his

elder half-brother Ishmael. Abraham was very

perturbed about this matter and sent Hagar and

Ishmael out of their community.

5. Obedience

Jesus was always willing to do the will of

the Father. It was an exemplary obedience. Chil-

dren, we need to follow these qualities of

Abraham. God told Abraham to sacrifice his

promised son Isaac on Mount Moriah. When

Abraham decided to obey God’s command, his

beloved son Isaac obediently submitted to his

father. God was pleased with the obedience of

God the father sent Holy Spirit

to prepare a bride for his son Jesus Christ. We

are prepared daily for the bridegroom through

impartation of God’s strength and His glory.

Abraham sent his servant Eleazer to find a bride

for Isaac and to prepare her and make her ready.

Eleazer found the virgin Rebekah and brought

her to Isaac to his home. Isaac took her to his

chambers with great joy. This event symbolizes

the coming of our Lord and the welcome we

receive. Jesus is coming soon to take us, His

bride to heaven. There are many similarities be-

tween Isaac and Jesus Christ.
